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REMIT FOR CONSIDERATION
BY THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY

	A.	Wording of remit

	In DPA’s constitution, the wording of clause 27 changes to: 

	Eligibility: Any full member, including an individual, life, family or organisation member, is eligible to be a member of the National Executive Committee provided they are:
(a)  at least 18 years of age; 
(b)  not a staff member of the Assembly;
(c)  able to abide by the rules set out in this constitution and the charter of the National Executive Committee; and
(d)  are not disqualified from being an Officer in accordance with rule 27.2 of this constitution. 


	B.	Detailed reason for putting forward remit

	The original wording refers to eligibility of Officers of the Assembly, however as staff members can be considered Officers according to section 47 – Qualifications of Officers of the Incorporated Societies Act 2022 – it is recommended we change it to the above.
The Act defines officers broadly as:
· All committee members are officers.
· Anyone else who holds a position allowing them to exercise significant influence over the management or administration of the society (e.g., CEO, Treasurer).

	Original wording of constitution approved 18 October
Eligibility: Any full member, including an individual, life, family or organisation member, is eligible to be an Officer of the Assembly provided they are:
