Article 9 Accessibility
This article is about accessibility. The Convention states: 

1. To enable persons with disabilities to live independently and participate fully in all aspects of life, States Parties shall take appropriate measures to ensure to persons with disabilities access, on an equal basis with others, to the physical environment, to transportation, to information and communications, including information and communications technologies and systems, and to other facilities and services open or provided to the public, both in urban and in rural areas. 
These measures, which shall include the identification and elimination of obstacles and barriers to accessibility, shall apply to, inter alia: Buildings, roads, transportation and other indoor and outdoor facilities, including schools, housing, medical facilities and workplaces; Information, communications and other services, including electronic services and emergency services.
2. States Parties shall also take appropriate measures to:
· Develop, promulgate and monitor the implementation of minimum standards and guidelines for the accessibility of facilities and services open or provided to the public;
· Ensure that private entities that offer facilities and services which are open or provided to the public take into account all aspects of accessibility for persons with disabilities;
· Provide training for stakeholders on accessibility issues facing persons with disabilities;
· Provide in buildings and other facilities open to the public signage in Braille and in easy to read and understand forms;
· Provide forms of live assistance and intermediaries, including guides, readers and professional sign language interpreters, to facilitate accessibility to buildings and other facilities open to the public;
· Promote other appropriate forms of assistance and support to persons with disabilities to ensure their access to information;
· Promote access for persons with disabilities to new information and communications technologies and systems, including the Internet;
· Promote the design, development, production and distribution of accessible information and communications technologies and systems at an early stage, so that these technologies and systems become accessible at minimum cost.
This means that all steps to making New Zealand accessible physically and for those with sensory and other impairments needs to happen. For example, accessible buses and trains through to to designing technology and providing communication for Deaf students at school. 
We have building codes in New Zealand and we have rules about providing us with accessible environments. New buildings must meet compliance standards, older buildings may need more work. Our built environment is important for disabled persons. For blind communities it’s the environment and having voice support or braille and for Deaf it’s also about having New Zealand Sign Language  interpreters, for those who can’t communicate its having the right  technology and for learning disabled its having things written in “easy read.” 
New Zealand is working towards an accessible environment,  technology is now available for our community and there are ways of encouraging buildings to respond better to the needs of the disability community. 
New Zealand is improving its accessibility, but it’s us who help to make that happen. Lobby your own community, lobby your MPs just as the Greens did when our first Deaf MP Mojo Mathers made it into Parliament and needed the technology to enable her accessibility.
